“These workshops, limited to small groups, will tick all the boxes. It will be a 
godsend for older people who know absolutely nothing about either, or those 
who know a teeny bit and would like to know more.”


The Book Restore Workshop will be a great opportunity to learn from the 
Libraries Preservation Assistant Steven Doig, who’ll be on hand to 
demonstrate and give restoration and preservation tips, Mrs Hosted said.


“Afternoon tea will be provided and there’ll be lots of opportunity to chat to 
others and take a look at each other’s treasures, as well as items from the 
Library’s archives.”


The events also provide an opportunity to bring young and old together at the 
Story Reading and Craft Activity. “We’ve invited some Greats and Grands to 
read much-loved stories to groups of children from 1.30pm to 2pm. Then we’ll 
be into the retro craft with everyone creating colourful pom-poms.  All 
materials will be provided,” Mrs Hosted said.

City valuations see land and capital values increase


The recent three yearly valuation reviews completed by Quotable Value 
Limited (QV) found there has been a 1.1% increase in capital value and a 
1.9% increase in land value of Invercargill properties from July 1, 2011, to the 
date of the latest revaluation, July 1, 2014.


The valuation showed that Invercargill City’s worth was a total of $7.56 billion,
and the average worth of a house in Invercargill increased from the 2011 
average of $207,000 to $209,900.


The valuation covers approximately 25,700 properties including 20,800 
residential properties within the Invercargill City Boundary. 


The effective date of the revaluation is July 1, 2014, and the new property
value information will be used by Council to set rates from the 2015/2016 
financial year. Notices will be sent to property owners with the new property 
values from October 15, 2014, following public notification on October 8.

Residential value levels remained static since the previous general 
revaluation which reflected levels seen in other provincial areas said QV 
National Revaluation Manager, Gail Smits. “Nationally there has been a 
steady rise in house values over the last 19 months, driven largely by 
housing demand in Auckland and Christchurch. The rise has not been 
reflected in the Invercargill housing market.”

There are several significant value changes said Mrs Smits. “Increases in the 
rural sector of dairy and pastoral properties rose on average about 20% over 
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the three year period since the previous valuation. There were also some big 
value reductions within the Invercargill central business district for older type 
commercial properties that could be earthquake prone to damage.”


Deferred maintenance issues had contributed to the lowered value of poorer 
housing, especially in South Invercargill and Bluff locations. “There is 
however strong demand for newly built houses in desirable locations within 
northern suburbs,” Mrs Smits said.


Despite lifestyle properties dominating the rural make-up of the city, there
had been little movement in their values.


The rating values will be available to the public online at www.icc.govt.nz and 
www.qv.co.nz no later than October 10, 2014.


Ratepayers have a right to object to these valuations with objections needing 
to be received by November 19, 2014. QV will handle objections from 
ratepayers in respect of their valuations. People can lodge objections online 
at www.ratingvalues.co.nz or send an objection form (available on the above 
sites and at Council) to QV.

Council urges property owners to update their BWOF


Council is reminding commercial property owners to ensure their Building 
Warrant of Fitness (BWOF) is up to date for buildings with specified systems 
(e.g. fire alarms, emergency lighting, backflow prevention devices etc.) 
installed.


A Building Warrant of Fitness (Form 12) is a statement from the building 
owner confirming that the systems in the building have been checked and the 
inspection and maintenance required (stated in the Compliance Schedule) for 
the building has complied for the previous 12 months.


The building owner is responsible for ensuring the requirements of the 
Compliance Schedule are met.  The owner is required to use Independently 
Qualified Person (IQP) to check the systems.  The owner pays for an 
Independently Qualified Person to inspect and maintain the buildings 
specified systems.


Each year on the anniversary date of the Compliance Schedule, building 
owners will need to supply the Invercargill City Council with a BWOF.  Once 
all the correct information is received and processed, an invoice for the 
administration charges related to the documentation will be sent by the 
Council to the owner.


In addition, the owner must supply Council with a signed copy of Form 
12A(s).  Form 12A(s) are signed by the Independently Qualified Person for 
each specified system listed on the Compliance Schedule.  The building 
owner must publicly display the Building Warrant of Fitness on the premises.

Section of Tweed Street closed for five weeks


The Invercargill City Council is closing a section of Tweed Street for the next 
five weeks while road works are underway.  The road works will allow the 
final stage of the Tweed Street rehabilitation to be completed.


Project Manager Kelly Oudt said that from Monday (13 October), Council 
would close the two northern lanes of Tweed Street between the Clyde Street 
roundabout and Nith Street.


“We will be diverting traffic via Clyde Street to Eye Street, then Conon Street 
and back to Tweed Street.


“The road works are expected to take five weeks to complete.  This section of 
Tweed Street should be reopened to vehicles again on Monday 17 November 
2014.”


Mr Oudt said at the end of this stage of the road works, the two northern 
lanes of Tweed Street would have been reconstructed, from Elles Road 
through to Clyde Street.  The improvements had included new cycles lanes 
and improved crossing points at intersections, he said.


He invited anyone with questions about the road works to contact him at the 
City Council.

Christmas lights update; feedback wanted


Invercargill’s ageing Christmas lights have undergone crucial maintenance so 
they can be installed for another two years, but decisions need to be made 
about future replacements, Chairman of Finance Cr Neil Boniface said today.


The Council owns the Christmas lights and Electricity Invercargill Limited 
arranges for them to be put up and taken down.


Cr Boniface said the ageing lights that had been installed over the last 25 
plus years, usually lasted about seven years and were gradually replaced 
over time, but the English supplier of the Christmas lights had now gone out 
of business.  Council would need to look at alternative suppliers for 
replacements.


“With the inner city redevelopment, this is a good time to discuss options for 
replacement lights, what they should look like, where they should be sourced 
and where they should be hung.


“The Christmas lights were also originally hung in Esk, Kelvin and Don 
Streets but since the last inner city upgrade they were hung only in Dee and 
Tay Streets.  With the new redevelopment, people might like to consider 
whether they should be moved back to Esk and Don Streets.


“There is also the option of looking at the possibility of winter lights.


“Council will be looking into this from 2015 onwards and consulting with the 
Inner City Working Group and other key stakeholders,” Cr Boniface said.

Labour Weekend Invercargill Waste Transfer Station Alert:
Open for green waste disposal but closed for rubbish


The Invercargill Waste Transfer Station will be open for green waste disposal 
over Labour Weekend, but the rubbish disposal facility will be closed while a 
new concrete floor is installed.


Senior Waste Minimisation Officer Donna Peterson said that Labour 
Weekend was chosen for installation of the new concrete floor, following 
discussions with contractors and key customers.


“The new concrete floor will take four days to install and set.  While closing 
the rubbish facility at any time is never ideal, the people we consulted with 
felt that Labour Weekend was the best time of year to do this work,” she said.


It was the first time, since the Transfer Station opened over 15 years ago, 
that the concrete floor had been replaced.


The rubbish disposal facility at the Invercargill Waste Transfer Station will be 
closed on Friday 24 October to Monday 27 October inclusive.  The rubbish 
disposal facility will reopen on Tuesday 28 October.


Ms Peterson said Labour Weekend gardeners would still be able to dispose 
of green waste at the Invercargill Transfer Station and The Garage Recycling 
Shop would also be open for business.


“Closure of the rubbish disposal facility over Labour Weekend will be 
extensively advertised, including radio and newspaper advertisements, 
Council’s website and Facebook pages.  Prior to Labour Weekend, flyers 
advising of the closure will be handed to motorists paying for waste disposal 
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at the Transfer Station kiosk.


“Council apologises for the inconvenience and appreciates everyone’s 
assistance as the Transfer facility undergoes this one-off maintenance,” she 
said.

Extraordinary Council: Annual Report adopted; and
Uncalled Capital consultation extended


The Invercargill City Council passed two items of business at an 
Extraordinary Council meeting this afternoon – it adopted the 2013/2014 
Annual Report and re-opened public consultation on the uncalled capital 
requested by Invercargill City Holdings Limited.


Annual Report
Council’s Director of Finance Dean Johnston said the Annual Report showed 
a surplus of $2.95 million compared to a budgeted deficit of $1.2 million.  This 
was largely due to savings in interest rates, increased revenue and careful 
financial management.


“The total equity of the Invercargill City Council Group increased by $59
million to $760 million.”


Mr Johnston said he was pleased that the Annual Report had been released 
on time and thanked the staff for the many months of work that had gone into 
producing the document.


Consultation reopened
The Extraordinary Council Meeting also revisited the item of uncalled capital, 
which was left to lie on the table at an earlier Extraordinary Council meeting 
held on 21 October.


Councillors approved reopening the consultation process and the issuing of a 
Clarification Document. This Clarification Document outlines changes to the 
original proposal document; the practicable options under consideration; the 
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implications of each option; and clarification of issues that had caused some 
public confusion.


Public submissions on the uncalled capital proposal must be received by 
Council no later than 5pm on Friday 14 November 2014. 


Submissions must:


1. Be in letter form, clearly showing the submitter’s name, address and 
contact phone number.


2. Be clearly labelled SUBMISSION – Uncalled Capital and addressed to 
the Chief Executive, Invercargill City Council.


3. Indicate whether the submitter wishes to be heard by the Council in 
support of his / her submission.  The Hearing will take place on 
Wednesday 26 November at 4pm.  (Note – the substance of the 
submission should be in writing.  Verbal presentations should be 
restricted to five minutes.)


4. Be received by 5pm on Friday 14 November 2014.


In commenting on the issue of uncalled capital, Chairman of Council’s Audit 
and Risk Committee, Cr Graham Lewis said that it was important that Council 
also considered the financial risk of increasing the uncalled capital.


“After discussions with the Chairman of Holdco and senior Council 
executives, I believe that whilst there is always a financial risk with uncalled 
capital, this increase for currently approved activities does not increase the 
financial risk that is currently there,” he said.
