The Armistice Day Exhibition held in Esk 
Street this month was such a success, it was 
reopened due to demand.

The exhibition, which initially ran from 
1 - 10 November, was reopened on Friday, 
16 November and Saturday, 17 November, 
thanks to volunteers from the Invercargill 

RSA and Awarua Communications Museum.
Council Archives Assistant Wendy McAr-

thur said Saturday was the busiest day of 
all, with more than 100 people through the 
doors. 

Volunteers from Awarua RSA and St Mary’s 
Basillica also helped run the exhibition.

On average, about 70 people visited the 
exhibition on each day it was open, and 
feedback was 100 per cent positive, Ms 

McArthur said.
Several school and community groups 

were also able to visit the exhibition by 
appointment, outside of its opening hours. 

The Invercargill City Council, the 
Southland Museum and Art Gallery, Awarua 
Communications Museum, Invercargill 
and Awarua RSAs and Invercargill City 
Libraries and Archives collaborated to 
create the multi-faceted exhibition.

Invercargill street signs 
honour servicemen

New sign installed 
at Stirling Point

FOUR new street signs featuring poppies 
to honour servicemen who fought for New 
Zealand have been put up in Invercargill.

The Poppy Places Trust launched the Places 
of Remembrance Project on 11 November 
2014 to identify and record streets and other 
places that are directly related to people and 
events from our overseas military history. 

The Trust works with local authorities to 
identify these places and develop the story 
behind the naming. The project involves 
including the RSA poppy symbol on road 
sign blades.

Invercargill City Council has registered four 
streets and a park. They are Mepal Place and 
Lancaster Street, Checketts Place, Hinton 
Court, and Russell Square park. 

With council approval, the street signs for 
the four streets, which feature poppies, are 
now in place. 

The stories behind the signs have 
been uploaded onto the Trust’s website  
www.poppyplaces.nz – or you can read about 
them on Council’s website, www.icc.govt.nz

The sign for Russell Square has not yet been 
placed.

THE new sign for Stirling Point 
was installed on a stormy 
evening earlier this week.

The old sign, which was a little 
the worse for wear, needed to be 
replaced after it was discovered 
some of the blades were not 
correctly positioned.

It was also an opportunity to 
improve the sign by adding a 
blade pointing to Invercargill’s 
sister city Suqian, China.

The new sign was made by 
local business Bluff Engineering.
